Program Fee Information
Girls on the Run is open to all girls regardless of ability to pay. The sliding fee scale below for spring 2012 is based on annual family income and fees range from $20 to $110.

Registration fees help us fulfill our commitment to provide every girl with an outstanding experience.  The actual cost to administer the GOTR program per girl is approximately $155 for the twice weekly, 10-week program.  We ask families for their commitment to providing earnest information about their financial status.
